period of twenty four hour to extinguish or effectually to sereen the light mentioned in the 
notice, the Central Government. or any person authorised by the Central Government may 
enter upon the place where the light is and forthwith extinguish the same, doing no 
‘unnecessary damage and may also report the matter to the concemed police station for 
initiating the action of commission of offence as provided under the Indian Penal Code, 
(6) In case the source ofthe light observed by the Operating crew of any aircraft is not 
located ofthe use of such light isnot from a determined place o the source of emission of 
light is shifting from one place to another then the Airport Operator or the Airline Operator 
asthe case may be, shall immediately report the matter tothe concerned police station so as 
to initiate ation for commission of offence as provided under the Indian Penal Code.”;
