(vi) To suggest provisioning of improved training infrastructure at FTOs and employment.

(viii) To suggest measures to create a level playing field for airlines to ensure best services

at competitive prices, adoption of best practices as per IATA and ICAO standards

including the state of the art infrastructure and equipment.

(ix) To improve aviation services in general.

(x) To improve the regulatory provisions.
